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Govt llkely to hike FDI limit
in pension sector to 74%

THE GOVERNMENT MAY hike
foreign direct investment (FDI)
limit in the pension sector to
74% and a Bill in this regard is
expected to come in the next
Parliament session, according
to sources.

Last month, Parliament ap-
proved a Bill to increase FDI
limit in the insurance sector
from 49% to 74%. The Insur-
ance Act, 1938, was last am-
endedin 2015 whichraised FDI
limit to 499, resulting in for-
eign capital inflow of ¥26,000
crore in thelast five years.

Amendment to Pension

Fund Regulatoryand Develop—
ment Authority (PFRDA) Act,
2013 seeking toraise FDIlimit
in the pension sector may
come in the monsoon session
orwinter session depending on
various approvals,sources said.
Currently, the FDI in the
pension fund is capped at
4909.Besides,sources said, the
amendment Bill may contain
separation of NPS Trust from
the PFRDA.

The TMC chief has
demanded Shah’s resignation
overthekilling of four peoplein
firing by CISF personnel during
the fourth phase of voting in
Sitalkuchi in Cooch Behar dis-
trict on Saturday.

“Didihasbeenasking formy
resignation. If the people of
West Bengal demand thatI put
down my papers,I am ready to
do so with my head bowed. But
Mamata will have to quit the
CM"s poston May 2,”Shah said,
while addressing a rally in
Basirhat in North 24 Parganas
district.

Votes polled in the eight-
phase elections to 294 assem-
bly seats in West Bengal will be

counted on May 2.

Training his guns on
Banerjee, Shah alleged that
she is opposing the Citizen-
ship (Amendment) Act to
appease illegal immigrants,
who he claimed take benefits

of welfare schemes but
indulge in riots.

“What is Didi’s problem if
Matuas get citizenship? Her
problem is that illegal immi-
grants will be displeased. Such
people don’t have the right to
rule the state any longer. Illegal
immigrants take benefits of
welfare schemeslike free ration
butindulge inriots, he said.

Shah said that the BJP will
completely stop illegal immi-
gration from Bangladesh and
withdrawaresolution passedin
the assembly against CAA after
forming the governmentinthe
state.

The National Pension Sys-
tem (NPS) was introduced by
the Government of India to
replace the defined benefit
pension system.NPSwas made
mandatory forall new recruits
tothe central government ser-
vice from January 1, 2004,
(exceptthearmed forcesinthe
first stage) and has also been
rolled out for all citizens with
effect from May 1, 2009, on
voluntary basis.

The government had made
a conscious move to shift from
the defined benefit, pay-as-
you-go pension scheme to
defined contribution pension
scheme, NPS,due torisingand
unsustainable pensionbill. The
transitionaimedat freeing the
limited resources of the gov-
ernment for more productive
and socio-economic sectoral
development.

Four persons died on Satur-
day when CISF personnel
opened fireallegedlyaftercom-
ing under attack from locals,
who “attempted to snatch their
rifles”,the police had said.

“The CISFdoesn"tknowhow

to handle situations. Since the

first phase of elections, I had
beensayingthatasectionofthe
central forces are committing
atrocities on people. I had
flagged theissuein Nandigram,
but none paid attention to my
words,’ she stated.

The feisty TMC chief also sp-
oke to the brother of one of the
deceased overavideo call,in the
midst of the press meet, and
promisedall help tothebereaved
family.Theman,on his part,was
heard saying that thejawanshad
opened fire on the voters.

“He (one of the fourKilled in
firing) was standing in a queue
when the jawans opened fire.
His wife is pregnant. They also
have a three-year-old child. Our
parents are shocked and devas-
tated,”the man told the CM.

Franklin Templeton MF
shut its six debt mutual fund
schemes in April 2020 citing
redemption pressuresandlack
ofliquidityin thebond market.

FPIs pull out 3929 cr from
Indian mkts so far in April

FOREIGN PORTFOLIO
INVESTORS (FPIs) have with-
drawn a net 929 crore from
Indian markets so far this
month amid concerns over ris-
ing Covid-19 cases denting the
economicrecovery.

The reversal of buying trend
came after FPIs invested
317,304 crore in March,
X23,663 crore in February and
X14,649 crorein January.

According to the deposito-
ries data, overseas investors
pulled out X740 crore from
equities and I189 crore from
the debt segment, taking the
total net withdrawal between
April 1-9t03929 crore.

Rusmik Oza, executive vice-
president,head of fundamental
research at Kotak Securities,said
FPI outflows came on the back
of rise in Covid cases and a
sharper depreciation in the

Indian rupee compared with
US dollar. “In the monetary
policymeet,therewassurprise
announcement of G-Sec buy-
ing of X1 lakh cr by RBI in
Q1FY22.The assurance of G-
Secbuying hasled to a signifi-
cant depreciation in INR,
which has moved from 72.4 to
74.8,hesaid.He furthernoted
that other emerging markets
have slowlystarted getting FPI
flows in a“miniscule way”.
SouthKoreaandTaiwanare
leading theinflowsintoemerg-
ing markets for this month to
date, Oza said. Strong year-on-
year increase in fourth quarter
earnings season is expected
across all sectors with high
growth in automobiles, banks,
metals, mining and oil and gas
industries, Oza said. The likely
strong earnings growth could
restrict any major downside in
the market going ahead. It is
going to be a mixed reaction
from FPIsin the near term.

‘current positive trend’ of
de-escalation in eastern
Ladakh: Chinese military

WITH NO FORWARD move-
ment at the latest round of
Sino-India military talks on
disengagement from the
remaining areas in eastern
Ladakh, the Chinese military
hassaid that India should cher-
ishthe“current positive trend”
of de-escalation and cooling
down of tensions in the border
area.

A day after the 11th round
of Corps Commander-level
talks that lasted for 13 hours,
theIndianArmysaid inastate-
ment on Saturday that both
sides held a detailed delibera-
tion on the disengagement of
troops in the remaining fric-
tion points of Hot Springs,
Gogra and Depsang in eastern
Ladakh and agreed to jointly
maintain stability on the
ground, avoid any new inci-
dents and resolve the out-
standing issues in an “expedi-
tious manner”.

Therewasnovisible forward
movement at the latest round
of military talks between the
two countries as the Chinese
delegation came to the talks
witha“premeditated mindset”
and did not showany flexibility
in moving forward on the dis-
engagement process at the
remaining friction points in
eastern Ladakh, people familiar
with the negotiations said in
New Delhi on Saturday.

In its press release on the
latest round of talks between
two militaries held on April 9,
China’s People’s Liberation
Army (PLA) said India should
cherish the de-escalation and
coolingintheborderarea,inan
apparent reference to the dis-
engagement of troops fromthe
most contentious area of the
Pangong Lake in February.

Both sides should also
adhere to the consensus

reached in the previous talks,
the state-run China Global
Television Network on Sun-
day quoted the press release
byaPLAspokesperson onthe
talks held at the Chushul bor-
der point on the Indian side
of the Line of Actual Control
(LAC) in eastern Ladakh.

“We hope the Indian side
could cherish the current
positive trend of de-escala-
tion and cooling in the bor-
der area, adhere to the rele-
vant agreements between
the two armies and the con-
sensus of the previous talks
and move towards the same
direction as the Chinese side
tojointlymaintain peaceand
tranquility in the border
area,” a spokesperson for the
Western Theater Command
of the People's Liberation
Army (PLA) said in a state-
ment.

The Indian Army state-
ment said it was highlighted
at the talks that completion
of disengagement in other
areas would pave the way for
considering“de-escalation of
forces” and ensure full
restoration of peace and
tranquillity in the region.

The Indian delegation,led
by Commander of the Leh-
based 14 Corps Lt Gen PGK
Menon, particularly insisted
on resolving outstanding
issues in Hot Springs, Gogra
and Depsang. “The two sides
had a detailed exchange of
views fortheresolution of the
remaining issues related to
disengagementalongthe LAC
in eastern Ladakh,’the Indian
Army said. —PTI
